I am a Respiratory Therapist. 40 years ago I was an Inhalation Therapist. As the manager of the BIDHNEEDHAM for the past 15 years, I have seen a few changes.
Although continuing education is very important, and Respiratory Therapists are required to accumulate 15  units every 2 years, I feel the ambiguity of the additional 15 credits being added are not really essential, and will not enhance our daily functioning.
I am not aware of any Respiratory Departments that do not also require annual competencies to maintain their expertise on the job.
The fact that Respiratory Therapists are required to obtain the same number of CEU’s as Nurses certainly shows that we are just as competent and qualified to do our jobs as nurses are to do their jobs.
