DECISION


Toy Town Pub, Inc. dba Toy Town Pub (“the licensee”) holds an all alcohol license issued pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws chapter 138, §12.  The Alcoholic Beverages Control Commission (“the Commission”) held a hearing on June 8, 2010 regarding an alleged violation of 204 CMR 2.05(1)-Permitting Gambling.  Prior to the commencement of the hearing, the licensee stipulated to the violation alleged in Investigator Dennis Keefe’s Report. 

The following documents are in evidence:

1. Licensee’s Stipulation of Facts; 

2. Report of Investigator Dennis Keefe; and,

3. Betting Slip. 

There is one (1) tape of this hearing.

Facts

1. On Thursday, February 4, 2010 at approximately 11:00 p.m., Commission Investigators Kujawski and Keefe investigated the business operation of Toy Town Pub, Inc.

2. The investigators observed two (2) automatic amusement devices located at the bar area.  These machines had several gambling features.  

3. Investigator Keefe approached the female bartender and asked if she was paying out on the machines.  The bartender replied she did not know.

4. The investigators asked if the owner was available.  The bartender stated that the owner was home, and a call was placed to her by the investigators.  

5. The investigators asked the owner if the machines were being used as illegal gaming devices and if they were paying out their customers.  

6. The owner cooperated and stated that they were paying off on the machines.  She also stated that she did not own the machines but rented them.  

7. The owner informed the investigators that no login book was used but the bartender kept the betting slips on her person at all times.  She further stated that the cash for the payouts was located in a safe in the office.  

8. The bartender also cooperated with the investigators and gave them the betting slip, which was a small white piece of paper and showed them the safe in the office.  

9. The machines have been removed from the premises since the day of the investigation.  

Conclusion 

Based on the evidence, the Commission finds the licensee violated 204 CMR 2.05(1).   Due to prior offenses, the Commission suspends the license for five (5) days and orders that the machines remain removed from the premises.
