DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether North Woburn Package Store, Inc. violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age.


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the Investigator’s report dated May 21, 2009.  


The report states on May 21, 2009 A.B.C.C. Investigators observed the business operation of the North Woburn Package Store, Inc. The Investigators watched a young man, d.o.b. 2/14/1989 (age 20) purchase a 30-pack of Budweiser Light cans and a 12-pack of Coors Light cans.  The young man told the Investigators the clerk had accepted his fake Virginia Driver’s License indicating he was born on 10/21/1986 as proof of age. 


An administrative review of the file indicates that this was the first violation by the licensee in 30 years.  The Commission finds that the licensee violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138 §34- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to a person under twenty-one years of age and, therefore, issues a warning.
