DECISION

1001 Hookah Nights, LLC, dba Amsterdam Lounge, holds an all alcohol license pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws chapter 138, §12.  The Alcoholic Beverages Control Commission (“the Commission”) scheduled a hearing on January 19, 2010 regarding an alleged violation of Massachusetts General Laws chapter 138, §34C. Prior to the commencement of the hearing, the licensee stipulated that the violations as detailed in the investigator’s report occurred on November 21, 2009.   
The following documents are in evidence:

1. Licensee Stipulation of Facts; 

2. Investigator Jamie Binienda’s Report; 

3. Massachusetts’s Registry Print Out Verifying Age of Minor; and

4. Amsterdam Lounge’s Security Plan.

Facts

1. On Saturday, November 21, 2009, Investigators Doyle and Binienda investigated the business operations of 1001 Hookah Nights, LLC.

2. Both investigators observed a youthful looking female in possession of a Bud Light bottle.

3. The investigators asked the patron for proof of age, and found she was eighteen (18) years old.  

Conclusion


The Commission finds the licensee violated Massachusetts General Laws chapter 138, §34C, and suspends the license for a period of five (5) days, which shall be held in abeyance for a one (1) year probationary period.  Provided there are no further violations of Massachusetts General Laws c. 138 or Commission Regulations during this probationary period, the matter will be dismissed.
