DECISION


A Commission hearing was held to determine whether Arcadia Club of Worcester, Inc. d.b.a. White Eagle violated Ch. 138, §69- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to an intoxicated person (2 counts) and 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138, §69- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to an intoxicated person (1 counts).


The licensee stipulated to the facts contained in the investigators report dated November 14, 2008.  The report states that on November 14, 2008 A.B.C.C. investigators along with City of Worcester Police officers observed the business operation of the Arcadia Club of Worcester, Inc. They watched a male accompanied by two females stagger outside and ultimately enter the premises at 12:45 a.m. Inside the man staggered to the bar and with slurred speech ordered and received three beers.  


The investigators observed another gentleman staggering around the bar in possession of a Budweiser beer.  The man swayed from side to side, had badly slurred speech and his eyes were half closed.  He also purchased a Budweiser beer in front of the investigators while in this condition.  


The investigators furthermore observed another gentleman asleep at the bar.  The man was in possession of a Heineken beer.  He told the investigators he had drank six beers at the White Eagle.  


Administrative review of the file indicates this was the second violation by the licensee in 60 years of existence.  

The Commission finds the licensee violated Ch. 138, §69- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to an intoxicated person (2 counts) and, therefore, suspends the license for 8 days.  

The Commission also finds the licensee violated 204 CMR 2.05 (2)- Permitting an illegality on the licensed premises, to wit: Ch. 138, §69- Sale or delivery of an alcoholic beverage to an intoxicated person (1 counts) and, therefore, suspends the license for 4 days.  

The total suspension is 12 days of which 6 days will be held in abeyance for a period of two years provided no further violation of Ch. 138 or Commission regulations occur.
