IMPORTANT ANNOUNCEMENT REGARDING THE WREB CLINICAL EXAM:  


Per the vote of the Board at its March 6, 2019, meeting the Board will continue to accept passing scores on the WREB (Western Regional Examining Board) clinical exam as sufficient evidence of clinical competency for initial dental licensure for the 2019-2020 examination cycle.  
Please be advised the Board requires passing scores on ALL sections of the WREB exam including the optional prosthodontic and periodontic sections as well as the successful completion of two restorative procedures in the operative section, e.g. one Class II restoration and one Class III restoration OR two Class II restorations.  

All candidates for initial dental licensure who opt to take the WREB exam must also submit a passing score on the CDCA DSE (Commission on Dental Competency Assessments Diagnostic Skills Exam) OSCE exam.
