The Agent shall make health care decisions in accordance with the Principal's/Respondent's wishes, including Principal's/Respondent's religious and moral beliefs or, if the Principal's/Respondent's wishes are unknown, in accordance with the Agent's assessment of the Principal's/Respondent's best interests.
