Forms already in use by insurers and selt-insurers 

which closely compare to tne suggested torm will be 

aooeptable. 

While Section 30D provides for the tiling ot a report 

atter an injured employee has been receiving weekly p~ents 

tor six months, such provision does not preclude the reterral's 
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being made earlier if it is reasonably expected that· payments 

will be made for six months or longer, or if it is felt that 

the services of this board may be effectively employed in the 

rehabilitation of the injured employee by prompter referral. 

It is earnestly requested that all referral forms be 

mailed under seperate cover to the Industrial Accident Rehabili­

tation Board at the above address.
