On March if 1994 the Duxbury High school sustained fire damages, 
resulted in the loss

of four classrooms. The Great American Insurance 
Cornpa.ny, which insures the building i immediately engaged an adjuster 
authorize immediate action to open the school. All of the emergency re­
pairs have been completed and the school is functional with some dif 
culty due to the loss of space. At this point, we have reviewed the en­
tire scope of darna9'e with the insurer. That soope includes replacement 
of walls, ceilings, floorinq and associated electrioal and HVAC work. 
There is no structural damage to the building. 

It has beoome clear that the school system must ta~e immediate aotion to 
make repairs so that work will be completed before the reopening of the 
school on Septelnber 1, 1994. 

The insurer agrees that the time al oonstraint would make public bid .... 
ding virtually impossible and in that regard, has agreed to pay the con­
tractor directly for repairs. This arrangement is of great benefit to 
the school system which is already under oonsiderable space and time 
constraints. 

Three independent oontractors have been brought in by the Town and the 
insurer to conduct an evaluation of the damages. All of the work autho .... 
rized for repairs is only to bring the building back to its original 
condition. There are no changes or alterations being made. The Town 
will not be receiving any funds on the building repair portion of the 
claim. All payments will be made by Great Amerioan directly to the 
contractor.
